Riding Safely on Hill's

Safe Riding Staying alive on your Motorcycle
By: Mitch Williamson

Riding uphill's and downhill's can be fun but must be done properly. Doing this correctly will prevent stalling on the
climb that could put you in a dangerous position from following traffic, riding to fast at the crown could put you in the
wrong position to avoid a confrontation with an unseen hazard making it to late for successful evasive action, and to
avoid embarrassment. There is a best lane to be in and whether you are going up a hill or down, your first safety task
selecting the | ane position thatoés best, and shiftin
position choice will depend on exactly where you can have the best separation from other vehicles and if uphill bound,
possible unseen hazards beyond the crest. Your downshifting must take place before you begin to climb or descend
depending on the grade.

The hill, whether ités the rolling hills in Ohio or
3606s, you need to maintain tr atedurfacercontag. ubufneed o degide oomo m
your safest lane and/or position within the lane, go into it with positive throttle action and with your body leaning
forward in the saddle to give proper weight distribution. The greater the incline, the farther you will lean forward;
experience will be your teacher. You must adjust the throttle according to the grade angle, quality of surface traction,
and proximity to any roadway obstacles you encounter to avoid a motor stall. Remember, if you start up a hill in first

gear and start to stall out, you have no motor power
second gear without too much loss of speed. Youchifibing ability will depend to a great degree on the power of
your particular motorcycle, its equipment, its Ilload,

you encounter, stay away from them. Another condition that you may encounter is a stop sign or traffic light at the top
or bottom of the hill, which will in most cases cause you to stop. Practice; be mindful of your surroundings.
Negotiating a hill without stalling, and al ways topp
of the mountaind or fAaround the curve at tthireélank posit o m
tion to the right third, and reduce speed in preparation for a quick evasive maneuver that could be needed.

Anytime, anywhere it may be difficult or impossible to see for a safe distance in all direbi®rssthe time and place
to reduce your speed and increase your alertness. Topping a hill at high speed is never smart, particularly if you are r
familiar with the roadway and how it continues on the other side.

Riding downhill you still have to maintain good traction with good wheel to surface contact so losing speed is not the
problem but gaining to much momentum is. Your downshift control is safer than braking although some of both may b
wise if you are very careful in the use of your brakes.

Because you need maximum traction on either an upgrade or downgrade, surface conditions are especially important.

Take all hills as cautiously as you know how; and until you know what is on the other side, expect anything and be
ready to protect yourself.
